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What are the Clements Bands? 

The Clements High Band Program is made up of 3 Concert Bands and a training band.  The 
Percussion Program and Color/Winter Guard Programs are also part of the CHS Band.  All 
members of the CHS Band are members of the Marching Band. 

 
 
What is the Clements Marching Band?   

The Clements Marching Band is made up of 200 musicians and color guard plus the award 
winning Stars Dance Team.  The Marching Band will perform at all football games and also will 
compete at 3-4 marching contests in the fall.  The band plays all kinds of fun music at football 
games and does a classical half-time/contest show. 

 
 
What is the Clements High School Color Guard? 

The Clements High School Color Guard is a part of the CHS Band and Dance Program.  This 
group manipulates flags/rifles/sabers to music using dance and choreography.  During the fall, 
this group performs as the visual part of the CHS Marching Band.  During the winter and spring, 
they perform as a winter guard to recorded music. 

 
 
What is the Clements High School Drumline? 

The Clements High School Drumline is part of the CHS Band Program.  In the fall they perform as 
part of the Marching Band.  In the winter and spring, they perform as a separate unit on the winter 
Guard/Indoor Percussion Circuit.  Their performances in the spring include music, marching and 
choreography executed in gymnasiums and arenas. 
 
 

What other activities does the CHS Band participate in or sponsor? 
The Clements Bands have a Rock-A-Thon Fundraiser/Social event for band students.  The CHS 
Band has also helped as a group with the Habitat for Humanity Project.  The CHS Band also 
sponsors an awards banquet and the Band will be traveling to Chicago next year – this should be 
a fun and exciting trip!
